° Highlighting impacts of arms and conflict and efforts to promote disarmament

* Promote the overcoming of discrimination against women, marginalised groups and victims/survivors of
violence perpetuated by non-transparency and non-accountability in government institutions

° Promoting the value of transparency and accountability across all sectors, government and non government, to
promote peace and disarmament

* Promoting non-politicisation of post-conflict processes

Promoting supportive and conducive environment for conflict survivors, and overcoming elements leadings to conflicts,
e.g
° impunity and lack of access to justice

® insecurity and increase in cases of violence and use of arms

° aggravating women and marginalized groups’ exclusion from decision-making,




Lack of transparency breeds distrust towards institutions.

CRSYV survivors are not filing cases with police or courts because they
fear that no steps would be taken to protect them, resulting in their
further marginalization.

Women survivors still facing stigmatization, multiple physical and
psychosocial problems, and lack of social, psychological and legal
remedies to their problems.
